A summary is a short, concise method of stating the main idea and significant
supporting details of a reading selection or textbook chapter. A summary
condenses a larger piece of work down to its essential parts.

A summary is not a rewrite of the original piece and does not have to be long
nor should it be long. To write a summary, use your own words to express
briefly the main idea and relevant details of the piece you have read. Your
purpose in writing the summary is to give the basic ideas of the original
reading. What was it about and what did the author want to communicate?

Writing a good summary demonstrates that you clearly understand a text
and that you can communicate that understanding to your readers.
A summary can be tricky to write at first because it’s tempting to include too

much or too little information.

First off, skim the text you are going to summarize and divide it into sections.
Focus on any headings and subheadings. Also look at any bold-faced terms
and make sure you understand them before you read.

Don't take any notes this time - just take in the bare minimum to wrap your
mind around the basic plot of the book or article. You'll be able to
concentrate on the smaller things later.

Think of the focus while you're reading. Get down the most basic of
guestions: Who? What? When? Where? Why? How? This bare bones
thinking can help you to effectively and quickly write a pertinent summary.

Steps for skimming for main ideas:

1. Read the title and subtitles. This often identifies the subject or topic of the
reading or section of the reading that follows.

2. Read the first paragraph. It often gives an overview of the entire passage.
Look for the main idea and clues about key points you believe the author will
make later in the reading. You may want to underline or use a marker to
highlight the main idea and the key points. With some opening paragraphs,
you can make an outline of the main topic and key points.

3. Read the first sentence in every paragraph. This usually tells you what the
paragraph is about.

4. Read the last paragraph. It often (a) gives a conclusion or a summary of
what the author would like the reader to remember or (b) tells the reader
how to use or apply the information in the passage.

5. Look for important words or terms. These may be boldfaced, italicized,
capitalized, or in quotation marks. You may want to circle or use a marker

to highlight the important words.

Look for the writer's thesis and underline it. This is the main idea of the work.

Thus, you will have to work harder to figure
out what the author wants readers to understand. Use any hints that may
shed light on the meaning of the piece: pay attention to the title and any

headings and to the opening and closing lines of paragraphs.
